IT is hereby notified that the Minister of Finance and Economic
Development has, in terms of section 78 as read with section 12C
of the Value Added Tax Act [Chapter 23:12], made the following
regulations: —

1. These regulations may be cited as the Value Added Tax
(Unbeneficiated Hides Export) (Amendment) Regulations, 2022
(No. 2).

2. The Value Added Tax (Unbeneficiated Hides Export)
(Amendment) Regulations, 2018, published in Statutory Instrument
274 of 2018, are amended —

(a) in section 3 by the repeal of subsection (3) and the
substitution of —

“(3) These regulations shall only apply to
excess stockpile for the period from 1st June, 2022
to 31st May, 2024.”.

(b) by the deletion of the Schedule to the regulations and
